And at the conclusion of that
canpai gn, | becane the director of
comruni cations and | egislation for public
affairs from Cordo & Conpany.

After that | was naned New York
State director of President Cbama's political
organi zation in New York, Organizing for
Aneri ca.

After that | was named deputy
chief of staff to the attorney general when it

was Eric Schneiderman | served as his acting
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chief of staff for a brief period of tinme, and
then | becanme communi cations director for
Gover nor Cuono.

In 2015 we anended ny title to be
comruni cati ons director and strategi c advisor
to the governor. The next year | was naned
chief of staff, and a year and a half later,
secretary to the governor.

And then two years |l ater, when
t he position for conmunications director
opened up, they reached back out and recruited
me. And it was an offer | couldn't pass up.

and years; and that he believed that Al bany
is, sort of, where good ideas cane to die, and
that didn't have to be the way.

And he tal ked a | ot about his
time in Albany in the '80s with his father and
how governnent could be a vehicle for good.

And if you get good, smart, dedicated public

servants, the sky is the limt. It was very
i nspiring.

| was, you know, Eric's chief of
staff. | was state director for Obama.

| don't want to just be pigeonholed in comrs.
And so if we did that, it would not only say
|"m staying here, it affirmatively, |ike,
al so, you know, send a nmessage that | wasn't
goi ng anywhere.

So it's not just that |I'm not
| eaving this mnute, but that |I'm not going
anywher e.

Q So creating the role was your

i dea?
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A. Yeah. Creating the -- it was
still comms director. It was comms director
and strategic advisor.

Q Sorry, creating the title was
your idea?

A. M hmm

Q Had you tal ked about the creation
of that title with anyone el se before you
raised it to Governor Cuonp?

A It was actual ly ] | dea.

Q And you said there was a New York
Post article wwth a runor that you would be
| eavi ng the executive chanber.

Had you been consi dering | eaving

t he executi ve chanber?

A. No.
Q So no truth to that runor?
A. No. But Fred Dicker doesn't

Q So you added the title of
strategi c advisor, but your duties renmain the
sane?

It was nore
actually reflective of what | was al ready

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Q And when you were the conms
director, did you do the role nore expansively
than the prior comms director? So these
strategic responsibilities you were just
tal ki ng about, were those responsibilities the
prior conms director had?

A. Every comrs director does the job
alittle bit differently, but yes. | would
say that |l Vo had the job
before me, who is now the, you know, VP at
CNN, Ri ch Banberger who had the job before
her, like, he was a TV guy.

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title in our adm ni stration, because really
the chief of staff is the secretary to the
governor. Chief of staff in our

adm ni strati on was nore focused specifically
on executive operations, politics, coms,
advance, |ike, that side of the world, not
just running, you know ...

When you're chief of staff to the
governor, you run all the agencies. You're
responsi ble for the agencies. You're
responsi bl e for the working of governnent.
Chief of staff is sort of a unique, carved-out
role.

So when peopl e woul d get that
title, sonetinmes it ruffled other people's
feat hers because they would think, Onh, are you
now ny boss, or where does this put ne in the
world vis-a-vis you? And |like any

organi zati on, you have to nmanage, you know,

egos.

Q So did you go and talk to Jill
Joe, and

A | did.

Q Tell us about the conversation
with Jill.
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A. Jill was excited for ne. She was

i ke, "Congratulations. Absolutely, you

deserve it. 1'Il do anything | can to support
you. "
Q VWhat was her title at the tine?
A. | think that she was at that

poi nt director of scheduling. But Joe was
just about to | eave, and she was going to take

Joe's title, which was executive deputy

secretary.

Q And what about the conversation
wth Joe?

A. Joe thought it was great. |

nmean, he was |leaving, and so | think he wanted
to make sure that he could | eave feeling good
that the organization was fully intact and
running in a way that the governor could rely
on.

And | think that he viewed ne as
soneone who was very steady, that would help

that transition.

Q  And I think you said |

A Mm hmm
Q Tell us about that conversation
A Il had just been naned
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secretary. | had known [Jjjij since | was a

kid. | had actually gone to himfor advice
out of college for, like, what to do with ny
life.

And he had al ways, sort of, been

a mentor to me. And he said that he thought
that it was the obvious next step and a
wel | -deserved title that woul d suggest nore
about what | was doing and nore reflective of
nmy value to the organi zation, and that |
shoul d absolutely take it.

Q Did you talk to anyone el se about
taking the role of chief of staff?

A No.

Q So what happened - -

A. Vell, | nmean |l ' ke, ny
husband.

Q Q her than your husband and Jill,
Joe, and ] did you talk to anyone el se
about taking the role of chief of staff?

A. | don't have any specific
recollections, but I"'msure | talked to ny
sister. I'msure | talked to ny best friend

B You know, like, people like that.

Q Anyone else in the
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adm ni strati on?

A No.

Q Did you talk to Stephani e Benton
about it?

A No.

Q Josh VI ast 0?

A He wasn't in the adm nistration

at that point.

Q Did you talk to Josh VI ast o about
it?

A No.

Q Ri ch Banber ger?

A No.

Q St eve Cohen?

A No.

Q Larry Schwartz?

A No.

Q So after you have those
conversations, you take the role. |Is that

right? D d you go back to the governor to
tell himabout the conversations?

A Yes.

Q And what did you say?

A. | said, "I had the conversations.

Everyone's really supportive. |'mexcited.
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They're excited. |If you really feel like it's
okay, it's an opportunity I would |ike."

Q And what did he say?

A. He said that's great. It was a
monent of transition. | o
had been our budget director, was departing.
We had just successfully recruited Robert
Mujica to cone in as budget director. And so
we t hought we coul d announce those two changes
at the sane tine.

Q And is that what you did?

A Yes.

Q So what was your official start
date as chief of staff?

A | think it was Decenber of 2015
or January of 2016, in that range.

Q And as chief of staff, who
reported to you?

A So there's the, |ike, who was
supposed to report to nme versus the in
practice. Wen | took that job, Jill got
el evated to deputy executive secretary, which
had been Joe's role.

And traditionally, the chief of

staff did nore of the, |ike, personnel,
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hiring. But Jill had been training to do that
under Joe. And so she kept that portfolio.
| took legislative affairs,

i ntergovernnental affairs, communications, and
policy. And she kept comng from-- you know,
she had been the director of scheduling. She
t ook briefings, advance, staffing, personnel.
And so we, sort of, split the responsibility.

Q So in your -- in your oversight
of legislative affairs, coms,
i ntergovernnental affairs, and policy, were
you responsible for hiring and firing of

peopl e who served in those rol es?

A Yes, | certainly had a role in
it. It wasn't -- you know, it depended on
what | evel obviously. | wasn't involved in

every hiring and firing.
Q But ultimtely, you had say over
who got hired and fired into those teans?
A. | certainly had input, yes. |
mean, there were sone tinmes | would not fee
i ke they needed ny input. There were sone
times when | felt like | wanted to have a say.
Q But it was up to you whet her you

had the say or not had the say?
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A. Yes. Not solely up to ne but up
to me. Secretary to the governor is the
person that has the ultimte say in those
things. So if i wanted to exert hinself,
and | deferred a lot to Jill.

Q kay. So secretary to the
governor ultimately has responsibility for

hirings and firings in the executive chanber?

Yes.
Q Does that include transfers as
wel | ?
A. No. | mean, when | say
"ultimately has discretion,” it's |ike they

are the ultimte boss so they can have the
discretion. But the -- like | IIGGGEGEGE '

can't imagine was involved in any hiring or
firing decisions or transfer decisions.

Like, it's a role you can, sort
of , defer, or you can interject, depending on
whet her or not you see fit.

Q And in --

A. But Joe was primarily the person
that did the personnel decisions, and then
when he left that becanme Jill. And then we

have an appoi ntnment secretary who right nowis
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I /o previously was held by a
nunber of people, | ot hers. and

they play a role in those decisions as well.

Q So when you were serving as chief
of staff, the secretary to the governor had
ultimate oversight over hiring and firing.

But on a day-to-day basis, that
was handl ed by Jill DesRosiers?

A Correct. And then the state
operations director is the person that's
chiefly responsi ble for the agencies. And so,
you know, if we were hiring a dep sec or if
you're hiring a comm ssioner, generally
speaki ng, you defer to those people, to the
state operations director.

It was Howard G aser, |
B ovit's I Because
t hose are the people that they nmanage.
They' || oftentinmes ask for your input or sit
for an interview, tell ne what you think, but
you defer to their judgnent.

Q So then you becone secretary to
t he governor. How did that happen?

A. B ad told the governor

"You're the obvious choice. You should take
over as secretary. | want to recommend to the
governor that you becone secretary.”

Q Anything nore said in that
conversation?

A. He said that inlife, if you were
going to advance, you had to be prepared to
take hits and keep going, and that if you
showed people who you are, that's all that

would ultimately matter.

A Yeah. [l nvy husband.

Q QG her than ] did you talk to
anyone el se about it?

And tell us about the
conversation with your father.

A He thought | was crazy not to do
it. He was like, "You would be the first
wonan secretary. You' ve earned it. You're
smarter than everyone. You wake up earlier.
You run faster. You junp higher. Like, you
should -- you would be crazy. This is, |ike,
one of those things you get in life and, you
know, you al ways have that."

Q Did that change your m nd?

A. It was encouraging but | still
wasn't conpletely sold. And then | had a
conversation with the governor and |}

t oget her where they, sort of, tag-teanmed ne,
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and they were like, "You're going to do this,

and you're going to be great."

Q Tell us about the conversation
that you had with |l 2nd the governor.

A. They were saying that | was the
only -- they were like, "You aren't, |ike, an

option, you are the option. Like, you already
in alot of ways play the role internally.
Peopl e respect you. Wen you speak, everybody
listens.

"Li ke, you're so assertive. You
have good judgnent. You | ook around and you
can see where the policy is going. You know
how to nove | egislators. You know how to deal
with press. Like, this is what you should be
doi ng.

“"And then you do this, and for
the rest of your |life, you' ve done this. And
you don't have to do it forever, but it's
sonething that you really can't pass up."

Q “"Did you raise to -- in front of
t he governor the concern about your father and
the focus on your father if you took the role?
A. He and | have had many

conversati ons about that over the years.
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Q And tell us about --

A. It's not all that dissimlar to
his situation with his father. So he's
anot her, you know, voice who al ways says to
nme, like, you can't spend all of your tine
wor ryi ng about how people are going to judge
you vi s-a-vis your dad.

Q Anyt hing el se you renenber the
governor saying during that conversation?

A. No. They were just very
supporti ve.

Q O her than being concerned about
the focus being on your father if you took the
role, did you raise any other concerns about
t aki ng the position?

A. Wll, | nean, for half a second,
| was like, | already work so nuch. 1'm going
to have to work so nuch nore. But that was,
sort of, like, a joke because there was no way
to work nore than | already was working. It

was just going to be alittle bit different.

Q Did you say that, though?

A Yeah.

Q Ckay. What did they say in
response?
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A You're young. This is when
you' re supposed to work.

B ves like, "You will get the salary that |

Q You didn't ask for nore than he
got ?

A No.

Q Did you renenber talking to
anybody el se about -- other than peopl e that

we' ve tal ked about about taking the role of
secretary to the governor?

A. No. | nean, frankly, it was a
smal|l circle, because | didn't want it to
| eak. So ...

Q How | ong between the first ask
and you sayi ng okay?

A. A couple of weeks. It started,
like, in the mddle of March, probably. And I
think I accepted the mddle of April, and we
announced it the end of April.

Q And what changed goi ng from chi ef
of staff to being secretary to the governor?

A. There was a | ot nore focus on the
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agencies, which | didn't really |ove out of
the gate, in terns of, you know, all of a
sudden I'mthrust into negotiating the capital
plan for the MIA and dealing with New Jersey
on Port Authority matters, you know, dealing
wi th DEC and DOH when Hoosick Falls happened.

It just -- it becane a lot |ess
about the day-to-day on the governor's
novenents and the events and the comms and the
politics and a broader shift to the actual
runni ng of governnent.

Q Did you still have legislative

affairs, intergovernnent affairs, policy, and

comms reporting to you?

A. No. Those went under Jill.
Q Ckay.
A. W -- well -- oh, I"'msorry.

think first Linda got that title, and then we
named Jill chief of staff when Linda went to
DFS. So for a short period of tine, Linda
becanme chief of staff.

And | actually think when Linda
becanme chief of staff, we sort of redid the
roles, and we shifted those over to Jill as

deputy executive secretary.

Q Is there a protocol for getting a
neeting with the governor?

A You woul d ask, like, | R
I o is our current chief of staff.
| f she wants a neeting with the governor, she
w Il ask Stephanie, she'll ask ne, she'll ask
t he schedul er.

You go to one of the people that
talk to himthe nost directly, and you say,
"This person's requested a neeting."

In a perfect world, it all flows
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t hrough the scheduler. But that's not how it
al ways happens.

Q kay. So the other ways that it
happens are you can either go through the
schedul er, you can go through you --

A. You go through the secretary, go
t hrough the schedul er, or you go through
St ephani e, who's his executive assistant. But

ideally, the protocol is you go through the

scheduler to avoid mayhem 111, |ike, do
one-of f s.

Q Say that again?

A | said I'll do, like, one-offs,
but it's not -- you can't run an operation
l'i ke that.

Q What's a one-off?

A The head of the AFL-CIO calls ne
and says, "I really need to get the governor
on this Teansters bill. Can you get ne five
m nut es?"

And I'Il go directly to him and

say, "G 'ca!/ !y wants to talk to

you. Can you squeeze in five m nutes?"
And he'll say, "Yeah, tell him

"Il call himin an hour."
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And then | will tell the
schedul er and say, "FYl, had this
conversation, so at noon he's planning to cal
I

But that's not the way it's
supposed to worKk.

Q Anyone el se who can do that?
Anyone el se who can do a one-off?

A Anybody el se can in theory do a
one-of f and sonetines people do. The way that
t he governor functions is he's a very flat
nmanager .

So if he runs into a deputy
counsel in the | obby of 633 and that person
rai ses a subject with himand says, "Governor,
| really want to make sure you have this thing
on your plate,"” he'll say, "Geat. Let's set
up a neeting on that, you know, call Jill."

And then I'Il get a call from
t hat person's boss and say, "I'mso sorry.
Thi s person saw the governor, asked for this
thing. It's totally not baked. Like, can we
undo this, or can we do a neeting quickly to
try to get ready for it?"

But he will, you know -- if given
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the opportunity, he'll engage w th anyone.
But it becomes mayhemif you run an

organi zation |ike that.

Q But that happens?
It does.
Q Oten?
A. Not often but it happens.
Q Regul ar | y?
A Sonet i nes.
Q What do you nean --

A. | wouldn't say regularly. |
would say it is the exception, not the rule.
But it happens.

Q But "exception," how often?
A. | don't know, once a week. Once

every coupl e of weeks.

Q So if you want to get a neeting
wi th the governor, you go -- you can have a
one-off -- right? -- you run into the governor

and you ask for a neeting or raise a topic
he's interested in.

You could talk to Stephanie
Benton. You could talk to you. You could
talk to the scheduler. Any other way to get a

neeting with the governor?

A. Those are the ways. But again,
like, if someone went to [Jjjij Wwho is our
chief of staff, and said, "I really need ten
m nutes,"” |Jjjij coul d, because she speaks to
himall the tinme, raise it with himdirectly.

W just as a teamtry to keep
each other infornmed or do it in a uniformway
to avoid crazi ness.

Q So we just added the chief of
staff as someone who can -- you can go to to
get a neeting with the governor. Anyone el se?

A. | mean, when you say "can," Iike,
again, like, any senior staff person, if |}
B 'c'c to see the governor, she could
say, you know, "We really need to do a neeting
with DOT."

She doesn't traditionally. And
if she did, she would tell us beforehand or
flag it right afterwards. It's not the usua
way. But there are people that have access to
t he governor. Robert Mijica chiefly, Beth
Gar vey.

Q So in the normal course of
events, if someone on the senior staff said

they wanted a neeting with the governor, said,

"We should tal k about X with the governor,"
t hey should informthe schedul er afterward?

A. Yes. W do staff neetings every
day at 9 a.m, and traditionally on those
calls is a time where i Who runs the call
right now, or | used to do it when | was chief
of staff, Jill did it when she was chief of
staff, wll say, "Does anyone have anything
that they need to raise with the governor?"

And that's supposed to be the
opportunity when people say, "I really need to
get a neeting with himon X, Y, or Z " or "I
saw this person at an event, and they really
want to talk to him You know, |'Ill del egate
it down, but | think he should know that that
person wanted to reach out."

And then the scheduler is
responsi ble for going to himand sayi ng,
"These five people want to neet with you."
And that's generally done, you know, on that
call. W'll say, "No, no, no, that person
doesn't need that neeting. Melissa wll cal
t hem back, or Robert will call them back."

But we'll all, sort of, agree as

a group which things actually need to be
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raised to himso you keep the knuckl ehead
stuff off his desk. And then it will go to

hi m t hrough the schedul er or through the chi ef
of staff.

Q Wat are the roles that attend
the everyday 9 a.m staff neeting?

A. It's a senior staff neeting. So
it's cooms director, it's legislative affairs
director, it's policy director, it's state
operations director, it's counsel, it's budget
di rector.

| join when | can, which is, sort
of, howit's always been with the secretary.
Secretaries, like, join when they can. So not

every single day.

Q Anyone el se attend those
nmeeti ngs?
A. The schedul er. Stephanie tries

to join when she can

Q Anyone el se?

A. | may be m ssing sonebody, but
not that cones to top of mnd. Press
secretary.

Q So we just, kind of, tal ked about

the way in which you get a neeting with the
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governor. What's the protocol for staffing
t he governor?

A. The -- it's sort of changed over
time. But generally speaking, it was al ways
Jill. | nmean, whether she was schedul er,
whet her she was chief of staff, whether she
was first deputy secretary, it was
primarily -- or whether she was -- |I'm
sorry -- executive deputy secretary.

She was chiefly responsible
for -- I mean, we have a saying. It's like,
in our office, you change jobs but it's |like
you take your responsibilities with you, and
then you just get nore responsibilities.

That had al ways, sort of, been
Jill"s role since she was schedul er when |
first got there in 2013, and that was never
really a role that she shook. So, you know,
we do staffing plan for any event.

If we do a neeting, you ask the
governor who he wants in the neeting, or you
ask the neeting | ead who woul d be the
appropriate people to be in that neeting, and
then you run it by the governor to nake sure

he's confortable with that.
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But it was really Jill who al ways
didit, and nowit's |Jjjjjj who has taken over
for Jill since GGG

Q Maybe we shoul d step back and
define staffing the governor. So when you say

"staffing the governor," what do you nean?

A. | mean for any event that you do,
there's a staffing plan. So who's the advance
person? Who's the press |l ead? W' s the
lights person? Wo's the sound person?

Who's the body person? Wo's the
person on the ground who gives himthe
acknow edgenent card? There's a full staffing
pl an.

In terms of staffing him 1ike,
in the capitol, it's traditionally Stephanie,
and then she has a couple of assistants who
sit outside of her desk in Al bany and one
person who sits outside of her desk in New
York. And it's generally Stephanie and then
wi th the support of whoever those people are.

Q And if the governor needs
coverage or staffing outside of -- fromthe,

sort of, executive assistant perspective,

out si de of normal working hours, recognizing
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t hat maybe there aren't normal working hours,
how does that happen?

A. So there's always, |ike, an
on-call list. 1've never been directly
involved in howit happens. But from what |
understand, they will ask, you know,
the briefers, anyone who is generally
around who's avail able this weekend or who's
avai l abl e after seven, in case you need
sonebody to either junp on the phone with him
and take dictation or go staff himwhile he's
writing his speech.

And so they, sort of, self-select
into who's available. | know sone people
prefer to do it because they have overtine and
it's nore noney. And then sone people are
just happy to do it because they |ive around
t he corner.

You know, they are all friends
with each other, and so | think that they try
to coordinate wth one another to be
respectful of each other's personal tine.

Q How di d you conme to this
under st andi ng?

A. Just osnosi s.
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Q And when you said "ESNZI do

you mean ENZEN
A Yes.
Q And when you said "ENEI you
mean EAHN
A Yes.
Q Do you have any role in staffing

t he governor?

A No.

Q Have you ever had input into who
was going to staff the governor?

A. No. Except if he's doing, like,
a Power Point. The governor has a way, a
tendency of, in my opinion, caring about
things he shouldn't care about. Like, ] is
avail able. That kid works every weekend.
Don't make hi mwork this weekend.

VWiich | say, "But [jjjij i s the
person who is best at PowerPoint. So with all
due respect, I'mgoing to overrule you because
it will make ny life and everyone else's life
easier if he is the person working with you."

So if there's a situation Iike
that, | may potentially intervene. But

ot herw se, no.
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Q So sonetines the governor has
input into who is going to staff hinf

A. Yeah. He'll say, "Wio can junp
on the phone?" | think that there are sone

peopl e he's nore confortable with than others

based on their skill |evel, based on their
past performance. |f sonebody doesn't do a
great job once or twice, he doesn't -- he's

not going to ask them back.

And then, you know, he's also,
like, very wary. |It's the sane thing with the
mansion staff. "Ch, | hate to have them

wor ki ng this weekend. Let them go hone at

three.™

“It's their job."

"No, but they have famlies."

He tries to be sensitive to other
peopl e' s schedul es and personal lives. And so

if Stephanie says or |Jjjij says or Jill says
"So-and-so is available this weekend," he'll

say, "[@¥:ZIN and FNEXJ work all the tine.

Don't -- find sonebody else. Gve themthe
day."
Q How many tines has that happened?

A It happens. | wouldn't say it's,
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i ke, an every-week occurrence but it
certainly happens.

Q How do you know about it if
you're not involved in staffing?

A. I"'mcc'ed on pins with the draft
in confidential that go out every night, and
so generally those conversations that happen
on those pins.

Q W haven't covered this but
what's a pin?

A. A pinis a direct nmessage from
Bl ackBerry to Bl ackBerry.

Q Have you had a Bl ackBerry your
entire tine as secretary to the governor?

A. |'ve had a BlackBerry mnmy entire
time in governnent, when | worked for Eric and
the entire tine |I've worked for the governor.

Q Did there cone a point in tine
where sonme people in the chanber switched from

Bl ackBerrys to i Phones?

A Yes.

Q And you kept your Bl ackBerry. Is
that right?

A Yes.

Q Who el se kept their Bl ackBerrys?
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A Anyone who commruni cates with the
gover nor .

Q And why is that?

A So we were changi ng over from
Bl ackBerry to i Phone because all egedly,
al though | just think Harold makes it up, the
Bl ackBerry server was going to cone down. So
it was no | onger going to be an option.

So they started to transition the
chanber and the agencies from Bl ackBerrys to
i Phones in anticipation of that change
happeni ng. The governor is very
t echnol ogi cal Iy i nept.

The thought of having to train
hi mon a new devi ce was sonething that all of
us were very apprehensive about. So we said
to Harold, "Wen is the drop-dead that the
governor has to change over? And |eave us,

i ke those of us who comunicate with himon a
regul ar basis with Bl ackBerrys, and then when
he actually has to change over, we'll al
change over."

So they issued us the iPhones.
It's what | nentioned to you earlier. But

|'ve never turned it on. So me, Robert

Mujica, Beth Garvey, Rich Azzopardi, Peter
Ajem an before he left, Stephanie, the
scheduler, |l there's a handful of senior
staff that kept their Blackberrys with the
antici pati on of when the governor sw tched
over to the iPhone, that's when we woul d al
switch over to the i Phone.

But Howard was bl uffing and the
i Phone server was not going down. And so we
still have them Although as recently as a
nmont h ago, he tells nme "For real this tine
it's happeni ng soon."

Q You say Harold was bluffing, and
then | think earlier you -- so you didn't
trust Harold' s advice on this point?

A. | mean, | | ove Harold, of course
| do. But he kept saying that the Bl ackBerry
was going to stop working one day, that one
day we would turn on our Bl ackBerrys and they
woul dn' t wor K.

And | was |ike, "Ckay, Harold.
Wel |, when that day cones will be the day that
we nove over to the iPhone."

Q O her than the governor being

technologically inept, is there any other
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reasons that he and the team -- the senior

staff kept their BlackBerrys?

A No.

Q Wiy does this governor use pin
nessages?

A It's a secure way to conmuni cate.

Q And by "secure,"” what do you
understand that to nean?

A It doesn't go across servers.

Q And what's the advantage of it
not goi ng across servers?

A. Well, we have had several hacks
at nmy tinme being secretary to the governor.
Just before COVID, for exanple, an agent of
the Irani an governnment actually hacked into
the New York State server. Qur technology is
terrible.

Harol d has been trying his best
to transition all of us over, but it's very
vul nerable. And we comuni cate on highly
sensitive topics routinely.

And what Harold had told us
al ways was that the pin to pin was the nost
secure way to communicate. So if God forbid

there was a hack, it wasn't sonethi ng we had
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to worry about.
Q So how do you tell staff that
t hey shoul d communi cate confidenti al

i nformati on on pin? How does everyone know

t hat ?

A. It's not confidential
communi cation. It's like, instead of texting,
you pin. If -- there's a docunent retention

policy that the state dictates on certain
docunments that have to be retained. It's
nostly official nenos.

But beyond that, there's no
requi renment to save anything, and so it
doesn't matter. Unless you' re under
l[itigation hold or you're involved in a
| awsui t.

Q Sorry, maybe | didn't make nyself
clear. So you were saying that the reason
that you wanted to use pin nessages or the
executive chanber uses pin nessages i s because
they're nore secure and to prevent
confidential information from being hacked?

A. And just generally sensitive
information. You're conmmunicating with the

governor. You're communicating with the
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budget director.

Q Right. And so how did staff
under st and what they should and shoul d not
conmuni cate over pins versus what they should
communi cate over e-mail?

A. Wl |, people that were
comruni cating with the governor primrily
conmuni cat ed over pin. I, if I was
communicating with Jill or Rich or Peter or
St ephani e, woul d maybe send a pin. A pin has
a different noise and a pin stands out.

| get inundated with thousands of
e-mails every single day. And so the pins
were sort of easier to flag. And when they
came in, it was nore like, this is an interna
conmuni cati on you need to respond qui ckly.

Q kay. So now | understand. You
guys are using pin nessages both because
they're nore secure and because the noise is
nmore obvious. Is that right?

A. It's not just that. But it's
like, for me, for ny organi zati onal stuff.

Li ke, when | see ny e-mail, I'll see 2,000
e-mails. And | may not scroll through them

If | see a pin, I'lIl look at it
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i mredi ately because | knowit's Jill or Peter
or Stephanie or the governor or sonebody
comruni cating, and it's sonmething | shoul d get
back to.

Q Right. G rcling back, though, so
what | was asking about is you explained to
that you're using pin nessages because you're
concerned that other nodes of communication
were not as secure. Correct?

A. No. | said it is a secure node
of communi cati on.

Q Ckay. But then you gave ne an
exanpl e about the New York State server being
hacked. Right?

A. Right. | understand you guys
don't like pins.

Q | didn't say | liked pins or
didn't like pins. Wuat I'mtrying to
understand i s, when you're using pins because
they're nore secure, what is the executive
chanmber communi cati ng about the use of other
conmuni cati ons devi ces?

A. Vell, there's a | ot of people
that don't have Bl ackBerrys, and so you j ust

use e-mails. Sone peopl e use text nessage.
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You' re not supposed to use your personal
e-mail in order to communi cate about
governnent-related matters. So that's
supposed to stay on your executive e-mail.

Q Ckay. And so when people are
using e-mails, are you giving them
i nstructions about being sensitive around the
ki nd of information they conmmuni cate over
e-mail ?

A "' m not giving anyone instruction
over what they're comuni cati ng over e-nail.

Q s there any gui dance given to
anyone in the executive chanber about using
e-mail and --

A. When you first --

Q -- sorry -- and being sensitive

to issues around confidentiality?

A When you first conme into the
chanber, you have a -- what is it
called? -- you go through an orientation where

you do a training. And then every year, |
believe that there's a training that you get
on | TS matters.

But people are responsible to

understand the docunent retention policy and
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what nmenos or specific things have to be saved
and archived, and otherw se you're, sort of,
free to do whatever you want.

Q Ckay. You're free to do whatever
you want. So you're explaining to ne that the
concern is that -- you have the concern that
if you don't use your BlackBerry, it's not as

secure. So what is --

A. | understand that using the
Bl ackBerry --

Q Can | finish the question?

A. Wel |, because | think you're

m scharacteri zing what | said.

Q Let me just finish the question
Ckay?
Yup.
Q Let ne just finish the question

MR. HECKER: And when you finish
this question, can we just take five?
W' ve been going, |ike, an hour and 15.
M5. KENNEDY PARK: Yeah, sure.
Q So you said that you're using the
Bl ackberry because it's nore secure. So |I'm
asking: D d anyone in the executive chanber

do anything to communi cate to executive
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chanmber staff how to use | ess secure fornms of
comruni cation to protect sensitive

i nformati on?

A. | don't understand the question.
Q Ckay. So you told ne that you
were using the BlackBerrys in order -- because

they were nore secure. Right?

A Mm hmm

Q And you were concerned that
information that wasn't on the Bl ackBerry
coul d be hacked, for exanple. Ri ght?

A Mm hmm

Q Right. So what did the executive
chanber do to conmunicate to peopl e about
usi ng conmuni cati ons devi ces ot her than
Bl ackBerry pin to keep them secure?

A | don't think anything.

Q kay. And did anyone in the
executive chanmber, for exanple, tell anybody
there's certain topics you shoul dn't
conmuni cate over e-nmil about because they
coul d be hacked?

A | know that the health -- |iKke,
certai n agenci es have concerns about certain

sensitive information with identifying nunbers
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for, like, DOH, for exanple.

| know t he tax departnent has
certain restrictions over what they'll send
over e-mail and not send over e-mail. But
it's traditionally sonething that's involved
i n soneone's personal identifying informtion
which, if were to get out into the public,
coul d be very danagi ng.

Q Ckay. Did anyone in the
executive chanber explain to anybody what
topi cs they should comuni cate about using
pi ns and what topics they --

A No.

Q -- and what topics they could
comruni cat e using ot her conmuni cati ons
met hods?

A. No. It's just the standard. |If
you' re tal ki ng about government things, it
shoul d be on your governnment device. It
shoul d be through pin. It should be through
your executive e-nail.

And then to the extent that you
were texting about it, you had to be prepared
to have to turn that over, like, all of your

texts over, because our executive Bl ackBerrys
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don't have text nessage. The function is
di sabled. So there is no ability to text on
t hat .

So inevitably, | nean, you could
choose not to. But a |lot of people text on
their iPhone, but you're told that if you do
that, you have to be prepared that, should
there be a foil or should there be a
litigation, that you have to turn your i Phone
over.

Q Did you ever give any
instructions to anyone on topics that they
shoul d not use e-mail communications to
communi cat e about ?

A Not that | can recal
specifically.

Q Did you ever give anybody
instructions that they had to use Bl ackBerry
pi n nmessages to conmuni cate about certain
t opi cs?

A No.

Q Ms. DeRosa, before the break, we
wer e tal ki ng about your role and what you did
and did not have oversi ght of.

What was your role as secretary
to the governor with the PSU?

A The PSU primarily works with the
schedul er and Stephanie. It's largely a
coordi nati ng function, where he's going, when
he's going, we need the helicopter, you know,
we shoul d have a driver on standby.

And | talked to -- you know, when
Vi nny Straface was the head of the PSU while |
was secretary, | would chat with himregularly
when | saw him | don't have any, |ike,
oversi ght function of the PSU.  But | would
see them obvi ously constantly.

Q Ckay. As secretary to the
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governor, did you have any role in any of the
hiring decisions for the PSU?

A. | don't think hiring decisions.
| think sonetines they wll run things by ne
and say, you know, we're going to do this, and
| will say okay. But |'mnot naking decisions
about the PSU.

Q What ki nds of things would they
run by you?

A. There was a period where there
was a |lot of transition on the PSU. There
were a bunch of nmenbers who wanted to go do
i nvestigative work. And so they were
rel ocating them

And Vinny woul d say, you know,
"For this position, |'ve got this person.
They' ve staffed a bunch of events before. |If
you saw them you'd know them " You know, | ust
tal ki ng through what the changes were.

Q And - -

A. But | don't know any of them
l'i ke, individually enough to ever really weigh
in in a neaningful way.

Q WAs there any issue with PSU that

you ever weighed in on in a neaningful way?
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A | don't think so.

Q Any transfer decisions you ever
wei ghed in on?

A | don't think so.

Q Any firing decisions you ever
wei ghed in on?

A | don't think so. | ves
head of the PSU for a period of tine. And
| -- when he said he was going to quit, |
tried to convince himto stay |onger because |
was concerned that there wasn't enough
transition tinme to get sonebody properly
trained up. So | had a one-on-one
conversation with him But otherw se, nothing
t hat comes to front of m nd.

Q Any policy decisions you ever
wei ghed in on?

A. | don't think so except when
COVI D happened of having the governor drive
hi nsel f and how they woul d | eave the cars and
sanitize the cars before he got in.

Q And tell us about what is the
change with the governor driving hinmself?

A The governor used to be driven by

a PSU nenber, and it would be a PSU nenber and
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anot her menmber of the detail in the car, and
t he governor would sit in the front seat.

When COVI D happened, obviously we
were trying to limt the governor's exposure
to anyone. And so the governor started
driving hinmself, and |I talked to Vinny about,
you know, when a trooper would drive a car to
sonepl ace where the governor woul d then get
it, that they would wi pe down the steering
wheel and wi pe down anything that anyone could
have potentially touched, because early on it
was, |ike, we were especially unclear on the
transmssibility of the virus.

Q Did M. Straface object to the
governor driving hinself?

A. Straface, no.

Q Was there any debate about the
governor driving hinself?

A Not that | recall

Q Did you have any input in any
policies regardi ng how | ong soneone had to be
in service before they could join the PSU?

A No.

Q Are you aware of any changes t hat

were made to the policy regardi ng how | ong
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soneone had to be in service before they could

join the PSU?

A. Only because of a press inquiry.
Q Ckay. And what was that press

i nquiry?
A. There was a Tines Uni on press

i nquiry back in Decenber, and they raised
exactly that point, which | was unfam i ar
with. And | believe the answer was that there
had been a change that was nmade in a prior

adm ni strati on.

Q And what was the change that had
been nade?

A. | think it shortened the | ength
of time that sonebody needed to be a nenber of
the state police before they could be
consi dered for the protective unit.

Q And when you say "prior

adm ni stration,"” what do you nean?

A Li ke the Paterson adm nistration
or the Spitzer adm nistration.

Q And how did you cone to
understand that the prior admnistration had

shortened the tinme that you had to be in

service before joining the PSU?
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A. Because in the context of that

press inquiry, | asked |l 2and Vinny

Straf ace.

Q And what did |GG t¢'!
you?

A | don't renmenber if it was |
or Vinny who told nme, but they said yes, there
had been a policy change years prior on the
l ength of tine that soneone had to serve in
order to be considered for the PSU.

Q Did they tell you what year that
change was nade?

A. |"msure they did at the tine,
but | don't recall off the top of ny head.

Q Did they tell you why that change

was nmade?
A No.
Q Did you ask thenf
A No.
Q What i nformation was conveyed

back to the Tines Union reporter?

A The Times Union reporter was
calling about a particular detail nenber, this
worman, UESEEEE. And they had had a source

that said that the governor saw her on a
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bridge and then said, "Hire her."

So | called Vinny and said, "What
happened here? W have to get back to this
reporter.”

Q And what did Vinny tell you?

A Vinny said that's not what
happened at all. There was an event. | don't
remenber if it was, |like, an RFK event or a
Kosci usko Bridge event. It was sonme event in
the city.

It wasn't, like, that they
saw -- like, the way that the Tines Union
reporter portrayed it was, |like, you saw
soneone at a traffic stop, and you were, |ike,
hey, like, you know, chicky, get in the car,
ki nd of thing.

It was like -- no. It was an
event that there was in the city. She was a
| ead trooper on the ground. | think she was
menber of Troop NYC, which is the state police
troop in the city, and that she had been on
t he ground doi ng the event.

She had done the advance worKk,
and she had done the event work that day, and

that she was really talented and direct and
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spoke assertively and had, |ike, a great
presence about her in terns of, |ike, being
abl e to understand where the governor was
goi ng to nove and how the troopers needed to
nove in response to that, and that she was
very good and that Vinny said at the tinme, "W
shoul d hire her."

Q So you understood substantively
t hat an unwarranted negative reference for a
former enpl oyee could be a form of
retaliation?

And when she was the chief
of staff to Howard Zensky in his role at ESDC,
how often did you interact with her?

A. Not frequently. She would cone
to -- on sone trips. She would be in sone
group neetings.

But | didn't ever focus that
heavily on econom c devel opnment as a portfolio
of mne, like, in the division of |abor and
senior staff. That nore went to the budget
director. So | wasn't -- | didn't interact
with her a ton.

There were many nore people on
t he second floor who interacted with her nore.

Q Who are the people that
interacted with Ms. Boyl an nore?

A. | would say Jill DesRosiers,

Annabel , Rob mainly. Because, you know, she

So Lindsey's interactions
were nore with Jill and Annabel on the event

side or on the briefing side, and then with
M. Mijica on the, sort of, policy economcs
si de?

A That's correct.

Q And 2016 and 2017, was budget
part of your portfolio?

A Everyone works on the budget.

But Robert is the point person. In 2016, |

was chief of staff, and then 2017, | was --
after the budget, | becane secretary.
Q And you said she went on trips.

What kind of trips did Ms. Boylan go on?
A. Econom ¢ devel opnent
announcenents. W traditionally have rel evant

comm ssioners and their senior staff attend
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announcenents. And they're generally part of
briefing the governor beforehand, and then
wor king with the press office on the back end
to answer any questions fromthe nedia.

Q Were you ever present when
Ms. Boyl an briefed the governor on one of
t hose events?

A ["'msure that | was. | don't
have any specific recollection, but |I'msure
that | was.

Q kay. You have no nenory of what
happened during that briefing or how they
i nteracted?

A. No, not a specific nmenory.

Q Did there cone a tinme when you
had nore interaction with Ms. Boyl an?

A When she transitioned over to the
second fl oor.

Q kay. And how did it cone about
that she transitioned over to the second
floor?

A. W needed sonebody on the second
fl oor who could be nore focused on econom c
devel opnent, and she was seem ngly very

conpetent. And it seened like it would be a
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good fit.

She cane over to be dep sec,
which was a little bit tricky because
technically a dep sec is then the boss of the
comm ssioners that are under their portfolio.

So it was a little bit strange
because she's going frombeing chief of staff
to Howard Zensky to them being technically his
boss.

But we thought that she would be
a good fit, so she becane dep sec for economc
devel opnent, and | think we al so gave her a
title of senior advisor to the governor, which
i s sonet hing she had want ed.

Q Was the dep sec for economc
devel opnent a role that was created, or did

t hat exi st beforehand?

A It existed.

Q And who filled that role?

A. Li ndsey.

Q Bef ore Li ndsey?

A O, | think |GG 'ich

| woul d never have renmenbered except that you
mentioned himearlier.

Q And you sai d she becane dep
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secretary and you said senior advisor to the

gover nor ?
A Yeah.
Q | think you said that was a title

she want ed?

A | believe so, yes.

Q kay. And what's your
under st andi ng of why she wanted that title?

A. | think that it projects that
you' re doing nore than just that portfolio.
know t hat she had an interest in |earning
about and being involved in nore than just
econom ¢ devel opnent.

And it wasn't an unconmon thing.

We have a nunber of people who have the title
seni or advi sor.

Q Is it simlar to when you had
your title of strategic advisor?

Q Are you aware if the governor had
any conversations with Ms. Boylan in advance
of her taking the position?

A | am aware that he tal ked to her
about comng to the floor.

Q kay. And how did you becone
aware of that?

A Because he tol d ne.

Q Ckay. And what did he tell you?

A Not hi ng specific nore than, "I
spoke to Lindsey, she's open to the role. |
t hink she'd be great."

Q So this was around the tinme she
was bei ng considered for the role?

A Yeah.

Q And do you renenber anything el se

he said about the conversation with Lindsey?
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A Not hi ng specific.

Q Do you renenber the governor ever
telling you that Lindsey Boylan had conveyed
t hat she thought you didn't |ike her, and that
made her worried about taking the position?

A No.

Q Anything |ike that the governor
said to you?

A Not with ne.
Q So she took that rol e when?
A January, February 2018 | want to

Q Just to go back a second, you
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said the governor had a conversation with
Ms. Boyl an about the role that he told you
about .
Was that a one-on-one
conversation?
A. I think so.
Q And do you know if that

is under your portfolio, why do you end up in
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the briefings?

A Soneti mes when we're getting
ready to do an event, you'll go through the
whole day. So it'll be, like, prep for
Thursday, pull everyone in that has sone piece
of Thur sday.

And so he'll run through, you
know, neeting by neeting, and then the person
who has to be in the roomhas to answer the
substance. You have, |ike, the substance
person, the |ogistics person.

And sonetinmes | would work on
t hi ngs that she was involved in, just not
predom nantly.

Q QO her than the interactions in
whi ch you observed her briefing the governor,
did you observe any other interactions between
her and t he governor?

A. Not really.

Q Did you observe her and the
governor ever touch?

A No. | nean, it wouldn't be a
crazy thing if he hugged her because he's
sonmeone who hugs people in the office. But

not hi ng specific that stands out.
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Q Did you ever observe hi m hug
Li ndsey Boyl an?

A. | can't specifically recall, but
| wouldn't be surprised.

Q Al right. But you don't

remenber it happening --

A No.

Q -- yes or no?

A No.

Q kay. And did you ever observe

t he governor yell at M. Boyl an?

A There was one call that | was on.
| don't renenber if she was in the roomor on
the phone. | wouldn't say it was yelling, but
he was stern with her.

Q kay. And what was that call
about ?

A | think it was about an
MIA-rel ated project.

Q And what happened?

A She didn't have the answers to
t he questions that he was asking.

Q And what did he do?

A | think he said, "Everybody go

back and get your act together before you cone
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talk to ne again."
Q I s that sonething out of the norm

for the governor?

A No.

Q And what happened after that with
Ms. Boyl an?

A. | don't renenber anyt hing

remar kabl e i nmedi ately foll ow ng that.
Q You were present for that?
A Again, | don't renenber if it was

on the phone or in the room

Q But you overheard it?
A Yes.
Q Did she ever speak to you about

t hat occasi on?

A No.

Q Did she ever speak to you about
any occasion or any issues or concerns she had
about her interactions with the governor?

A No.

Q Did she ever speak to you or
rai se any concerns she had about her
interactions with anyone in the executive
chanber ?

A. No, not that | can recall -- oh,
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Q And what did Ms. Boylan raise to
you about |
A. It was bizarre. W were on the

second floor of the Capitol in Al bany, and
sonet hi ng happened between the two of themin
the hallway. And Lindsey cane to ny office
and said, "I'"'mnot dealing with that little
shit anynore. He is so disrespectful. | just
asked him for sonething, and he snapped at

me. "

Q And what happened after that?

A | called NN | nto ny
of fice.

Q And what happened?

A. | took her side, like, with the
perspective that that wouldn't be an unconmon
thing that |l -- how |l vwoul d behave.
| was perhaps not the best manager in that
nmonment and didn't ask hi m questions.

| assuned that what she told ne
was correct. And | said to him "You can't
speak to Lindsey that way. |It's unacceptable.
She's a senior person in this office. She is

soneone who i s above you."
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And he started saying to ne, "She
went il on nme. | did not say anything to
her. | literally just wal ked by and said,

"Hi, Lindsey,' and she started scream ng at ne
like a |l 't s not fair that you're
assum ng that what she said was correct."”

Q And how did you resol ve that
situation?

A | apol ogi zed to |} f or not
hearing himout first, and | said that | would
go back and talk to Lindsey, and that | wanted
the two of themto be respectful to one
anot her, and that there shouldn't be a
situation where people are yelling at each
ot her in the hall way.

And then | went back to Lindsey
and | said to Lindsey, "|Jjllll says that
sonet hing different happened,” and she was
very defensive. And it was alnbst a situation
of, like, agree to disagree. Like, the tw of
them their versions of the story could not
have been nore bl ack and white.

And the ultimte outcone in both
of their conversations with ne was |i ke, we

have to nove forward. Watever it i s that
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happened here, like, we're all adults, and we
have to nove forward and we have to be
respectful .

Q Was it an isol ated incident
havi ng two senior nenbers of the governor's
staff yelling at each other?

A. Li ke that, yes.

Q And what made that different than

ot her occasi ons?

A. | woul dn't say people yell at
each other, and like, there -- it's a very
hi gh-stress environnent. |It's very

hi gh- pressure jobs. People go through I ong
periods of tinme where they don't get a | ot of
sl eep.

There are tines when peopl e can
be short with one another or be stern with one
another or raise their voice. But it's not
comon that you woul d just see two adults
scream ng at each other in the hallway of the
second floor of the Capitol wth absolutely no
basi s.

Li ke, that was a very -- the fact
that I|'mrenenbering that is, |like, that was a

very specific thing.
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Q What about scream ng at each
other in their offices? |Is that an occurrence
that you've seen in the executive chanber?

A. Early on in ny tenure.

Q And who was involved in those

occasi ons?

A. Joe and Larry, Howard and Joe.
Q Anyone el se?
A. Those are the people that |

recall nost specifically.

Q Have you ever screanmed at anyone
in the executive chanber?

A. | don't think I scream at peopl e.
| certainly have raised ny voi ce.

Q And who have you raised your

voi ce at?

A Rich Azzopardi, Howard Zucker,
B | ean, | don't viewit as
yelling. | get animated, | get short with

peopl e sonetines, but it's not |ike gratuitous
scream ng for the sake of scream ng.

Q And on the occasion that G
and Ms. Boyl an were engaged in the hallway,
you thought that was gratuitous scream ng?

A. It was nonsensical. There was no
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basis for an argunment. There was no -- it was
just two people were scream ng at each other
in the hallway.

Q Ckay. And so the line you're
drawing i s between, sort of, it doesn't nmake
sense to be scream ng versus we're having sone
sort of legitinmate di sagreenent --

A Policy -- sorry -- | don't mean
to speak over you.

Q It's okay. A legitimte
di sagreenent about sonething, and then that's
okay to raise our voices about that?

A. l'"mnot saying it's ever okay to
rai se your voice, but I, in nm mnd,
differentiate between if you're having a
di sagreenent over a policy or if
you're -- sonmething is going on and you're
attenpting to hold soneone accountable for,
you know, a subject nmatter, versus just

grat ui tous eruption.

Q Have you ever had a gratuitous
eruption?

A. VWll, | guess that's in the eye
of the beholder. | don't think so.

Q Has anyone ever told you that
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t hey thought that you had erupted at thenf
A Not -- no.
Q Anyone ever told you that they

t hought you had treated them di srespectfully?

A Li ndsey Boyl an.
Q Anyone ot her than Ms. Boyl an?
A. | think Kelly Cumm ngs on one

occasi on. | think _ on one

occasi on. No one else | can recall
specifically.
Q Have you ever had soneone nentor

you about your managenent style?

A Yes.

Q Who?

A I I
| nmean, like lots of nentors over the years.

Q And on what occasion -- well,

what occasi on | rentored you on your

managenent style?

A There were instances where he
t hought that people were too siloed and that
it would be beneficial to do nore than just
the 9 a.m norning neeting, to do |unch
neeti ngs once every three days.

He thought that on -- you know,
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if we didn't have to be working 24 hours a

day, perhaps we shouldn't be, like, you know,
you' ve got to let people put fuel in the tank,
you' ve got to | et people unplug every once in

a while, |like those sorts of things.

Q  What about |
A I mean, | vas -- this is

such a digression but she, you know, was the
nost powerful woman in New York politics.
When | was a kid, | |ooked up to her.

She was the one that taught ne,
sort of, the opposite of those things, which
is like, 24 hours a day, you sleep with the
Bl ackBerry next to your head. Like, if you
get an e-mail, within five mnutes you
respond.

As a woman in this business, you
are always going to be held to a higher
standard. You have to work harder. You have
to know nore.

Q Did anyone in the executive
chanber ever offer you nentorship or coaching
about your nmnagenent style?

A No.

Q Did Jill DesRosiers ever speak to
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you about the way you treated anyone in the
executive chanber?

A. Jill would give ne feedback.

Q Let's tal k about this feedback
What ki nd of feedback did Jill DesRosiers give
you?

A. Jill would say, "I think you're
being a little bit too hard on that person,
i ke. You know, we've got to give themtine
to get roomto run." O, "if that person
doesn't get back to you right away, call ne,
and I'll track down the answer."

| think she understood that |
was a little bit -- | think that Jill thought
that | was a little bit too hands-on and
m cromanagi ng i n sone regards, and so she
sought to put a little bit nore cushion
bet ween ne and sone of the people that she
felt |like that nmanagenent style wouldn't be
effective wth.

Q So who are the people that Jil
was trying to put a cushion between you and
t henf

A. | don't renenber specifically.

Q Do you renenber any specific
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person that Jill canme to speak to about and

gi ve you feedback about?

A | feel like Andrew Ball at one
point. | hate that that nane keeps com ng up,
but, I think, that's it.

Q Anyone el se?

A. It's possible, but not that I

remenber specifically.

Q And let's circle back to Lindsey
Boyl an. You said that there had been -- |
can't remenber your words exactly and | don't
want to scroll through.

But there had been sone negative
interaction wwth Ms. Boylan. Can you tell us
about what happened?

A. Li ndsey, when she cane to the
floor, any tinme that | heard about Lindsey, it
was in the context of Lindsey being a problem
It was | coning to nme and saying,
"I amnot going to work with this wonman
anynore. She treats ny assistants terribly.
She is a bully. She refuses to cone to
nmeetings. "

It was Jim Mal atras, who at the

time wasn't even working for the chanber, but
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| brought himin to help with the State of the
State process. He used to be our state
operations director -- I'msorry, I'mgoing to
speak nore slowy -- and our policy director.

He's sonmeone | lean on a
tremendous anount in terns of his brilliance,
and | brought himover as a favor to help us
wth State of the State. She was really nasty
with him "You re just over here because
you're a man, and | should be | eading these
di scussi ons. "

She just had this natural
tendency to be very aggressive and obnoxi ous
to people, regardless of their station, age;
it didn'"t matter. It was everything fromthe
assistants to the comm ssioners and to her

boss, who was the state operations director,

I
And I as zero ego.

She is just not sonebody who needs to be
recogni zed or acknow edged or praised. She
just really genuinely cared about the
functioning of government. And this was a
constant issue.

And then she al so had a nunber of
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altercations with Annabel and Stephani e and
Jill

Q Can we focus on that interaction
she had wth you?

A Sur e.

Q So what was the interaction she
had with you?

A. | rarely interacted wth her.
There's one interaction with her, which has
been reported, which was in July of 2018.

Jill called ne and she was very upset. |
don't -- let ne stop.

| don't renenber if it was over
t he phone or in person, but | believe she
called nme from I|ike, across the office. She
was sitting in her office.

And there was sone project event
t hat they had been working on, the events
team and Lindsey had gone around the group,

the team directly to the governor

And Jill called ne and said, "I'm
not doing this anynore. It's her or ne.
She's so out of control. She's not a team
pl ayer. She does this all the tinme. |'m not

doing this anynore."
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Q Were those Jill's words?

A Pretty -- | nean, | don't -- not
necessarily verbatim but that was the sum and
subst ance.

Q kay. And it was because --
sorry -- Jill's corment that it's her or ne
stemmed from you said, Lindsey had gone
around the team and gone to the governor.

Can you tell us alittle nore
about that? What happened?

A. | don't renenber specifically if
it was a project or an event, but, like, the
way that it works with the governor, the way
it's supposed to work, is that we reach
consensus as a teamand then we go in unified.

If you don't do that, it
doesn't -- it doesn't function. And everyone
has an opportunity to raise their perspectives
or objectives, opinions, but, ultimately, you
conme to a group consensus, and then you're all
together. You don't underm ne one anot her.

And t he whol e system breaks down
when people go directly to himand undermn nes

Q What was the specific incident
that Jill was tal ki ng about?
A. | don't renenber, as | said, if

it was a project or an event. But it was
sonet hi ng where she had gone around.

Q And earlier you told ne there
wer e occasi ons on which people would go
directly to the governor. Right?

A Yes.

Q And that wasn't the preferred
protocol, but it happened. In fact, you did
that. Right?

A. Well, I'"msecretary to the
gover nor.
Q Right? And you said other people

did that to you. R ght?

A Sur e.

Q. Ckay.

A But -- but --

Q Coul d you just pause for a

second? Wat nmade Lindsey's attenpts to speak

to the governor different?
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A Wll, as | said, that was the
exception, not the rule, and it was not the
preferred protocol. And generally, it
happened with people not in the executive
chanmber. It would be a deputy comm ssi oner
sees himin the | obby, and it's there one
opportunity to speak to him

The peopl e inside the chanber,
especi ally, have a synpathy to nmaki ng sure
t hat the whol e team succeeds and maki ng sure
that we're all on the sanme page.

Wth
Li ndsey, it was chronic.

Q Was there any other individual in
t he executive chanber who had broken protocol

the way you are describing Ms. Boylan did?

A Sure. As | said.

Q Wo else did it?

A. As | said, you know,

occasionally, Rob Mijica. GCccasionally, you
know, the state operations director.

Q Who at the tine was who?

She was very good about that.

Q kay. And when you say
Ms. Boyl an broke this protocol chronically,
what do you nean by "chronical ly"?

A Exactly what the word neans. She

didit all the tine.

Q Ckay. Al the tine. So, I|ike,
ever day?

A Miultiple tinmes a week.

Q Multiple tinmes a week. Ckay.

Prior to the call in July 2018
fromJill DesRosiers, did you speak to
Ms. Boyl an about your preferred protocol for
reaching -- bringing issues to the governor's
attention?

A When she cane over to the floor,
we tal ked to her -- ne, Al phonso, Jill --
about how we operate as a team and i nteract
with him

Q And what did you tell her?

A That we reach team consensus. We
go to himw th one unified voice. W don't
al ways get our way, but, you know, sonetines

you do, sonetines you don't.
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You stand with the team You
present an idea. |If he calls upon you, of
course, you should answer himdirectly and
gi ve your perspective. But that it didn't --
it wasn't functional for people to go to --
run to himconstantly with i deas and work
outside of the protocol. There's just too
much goi ng on

Q Is that a normal part of the
onboar di ng process for new nenbers of the
executive chanber?

A. Not formally, but when you're
bri ngi ng soneone in to be a part of senior
staff, then yes. Like, | renmenber having that
conversation with ||l en he becane
state operations director.

| renmenber havi ng that
conversation with Dani Lever when she was
first brought in. Like, that was -- you know,
we woul d tal k each other through it. You want
each other to succeed, and so you try to get
everybody going on the right foot.

Q kay. So what happens after Jil
cones to you and says, "It's her or nme"?

A. | called Lindsey.
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Q kay. Tell us about that
conversati on.

A. | don't renenber it exactly, but
as she says it was, | said sonething to the
effect of "Wat the fuck?"

Q kay. You're saying she says
that. But do you renenber --

A She said it to Ronan Farrow. |
don't have specific nenory of --

THE WTNESS: Wat? Well, I'm
just saying --

MR. HECKER: Just answer what you

remenber.

Q Just tell nme what you renenber
A. Oh, okay.

Q What do you renenber?

A | renmenber that | called her and

| was -- and | wanted an answer as to why she
was doi ng this.

Q kay. And what el se do you
remenber about the conversation?

A. | remenber that she responded
screamng, "I don't want to do this anynore,
forget this,"” and hung up the phone.

and staff if we're short-staffed with the
executi ve assistant pool.

Q You said you weren't sure how to

Can you hel p ne understand what
t hat neans?

A. Sur e. It's, sort of, what | said
to you before, there are certain people that
do interact better with the governor, people
who are assertive, people who are obviously
conpetent, people who, if he gives a task to,
they performthe task diligently and well.

A So there was one instance in
whi ch the governor reached out to Jill, and
St ephani e was upset that he had been in the
mansi on al one and he just, |ike, happened upon
a briefer dropping off a binder.

And so, at that tinme, Annabel --
he basically said, this can never happen
again. So Annabel, Stephanie, and Jill cane
up with a protocol where, if any staff cane to

t he mansion, they would pin Jill, Annabel,
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St ephanie, nme, and CC the detail and say, such
and such is here, permssion to enter. And
general ly, either Stephanie or | would respond
and say, you know, perm ssion to enter.

And the assunption was that one
of us would give the governor a heads up so
that he knew if there was someone on the
